Points may be accumulated at any affiliated showing show (i.e. NPS, PUK, BSPS and all breed societies) with the exception of the young handler section. 5. The show secretary’s name and telephone number must be stated on the card. Please note these results will be subject to ‘spot’ checks, and any individual found to be incorrectly claiming points will be disqualified from the competition and forfeit their entry fee. 6. If there is a discrepancy over the results, the decision of the NPS Area 20 Committee is final. 7. All competitors must be paid up members of NPS Area 20. 8. The competition runs from the 13th February 2010 until the 1st October 2010 inclusive. All cards must be returned by 14th October 2010. Cards received after this date will be excluded. 9. Prizes will be awarded at the NPS Area 20 AGM held in November. 10. There are five individual sections -Riding Pony/ Hunter Pony/ Hacks and Riding Horse in hand.- Mountain and Moorland in hand - Riding Pony/ Hunter Pony/ Hacks and Riding Horse ridden - Mountain and Moorland ridden - WHP. 11.
