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NPS AREA 20 SUMMER SHOW – 26 JUNE 2010


Once again we were blessed with fantastic weather for our summer show on 26th June.  The show ran just about to time and everyone seemed to enjoy themselves even if they didn’t go home with a major award.  We were kept extremely busy in the secretary’s caravan, with late entries coming at us thick and fast and for those who came along to ask ‘what class is now in that ring over there?’ ……. we didn’t hardly even have time to lift our heads let alone see which classes were being judged!  Also, for your future reference, the number of entrants in each class is posted on the outside of the caravan!  

New classes for this year were in hand and ridden Arabs and CHAPS.  Although these classes were lightly supported they will be kept in the schedule for next year, so please tell all your friends with Arabs and Coloured Ponies to come along and support us in 2011.  Also new this year were two ‘members’ championships; one for ridden and the other in hand.  We were very fortunate to have our current NPS President, Mrs Elizabeth Mansfield-Parnell to judge these championships for us and she was most impressed with the numbers and quality of ponies coming forward.

The Light family were on cloud nine after their lovely Fell pony Clarmount Bengeman claimed his ticket to Olympia and it was certainly a popular result for this dedicated local family.  We all wish them the best of luck at Olympia in December.  Two other local members beat off strong opposition from various far flung places in the country to collect their qualifiers for HOYS in the M & M lead rein and first ridden classes.  Deborah Barr led her home bred little Welsh section A mare, Firle Duchess to victory in the lead rein section, ably ridden by Lucy Breach.  This little mare started the season as a novice and with twenty five in the class undoubtedly had to work hard for her ticket and produce a mature, eye catching show.  Lynda Buchanan-Jackson and Mr & Mrs P Sellars’ seasoned campaigner Dryknowl Ennar, pulled out all the stops to gain another chance to compete at HOYS in the first ridden class.  This class had twenty six entrants which definitely looked an impressive sight in the main ring.  Incidentally, another of Lynda’s Shetlands, Blackertor Rhonda, ridden by Elizabeth Evans will also be competing at Olympia this year having qualified at Royal Windsor.  Another one for Area 20 to cheer on!  What a depth of lovely quality ponies we have of all breeds in our Area.

It was encouraging to see so many plaited ponies forward in the ridden classes with, I think, ten forward in the novice pony class; which is better than some of the county shows!  The supreme ridden championship was a hotly contested affair with a wealth of super ponies forward.  Miss G Stanford’s impressive Highland and ex Cuddy contender Tower Clyde was called forward as supreme, expertly ridden by Mathew Lawrence with Firle Duchess in reserve spot.  Duchess however made sure she went home well laden with rosettes and sashes by winning the supreme mini championship and the new ‘members’ ridden championship.  Flying the flag for the plaited ponies was Mes. Jago and Carvosso’s home bred four year old 128cm show pony, Pennyroyal Little Page Boy who was awarded reserve in the members ridden championship ridden by Olivia Burton-Taylor.

In hand classes were on the whole well supported with again, some lovely ponies gracing the rings.  First of the main championships was the M & M in hand which went to Lorraine Ahmet’s rather lovely home bred Dales stallion, Aquilas Stud Pendragon with Mrs Calcutt’s little Dartmoor Shilstone Rocks North Westerly in reserve.  Following on was the overall supreme in hand championship where our two judges had the unenviable task of sorting a ring full of champions from throughout the day.  After looking at each pony in turn both judges agreed on Mr A Thomas-Chambers and Miss D Arnold’s quality show hunter pony Anton Little Astaire as their champion with Jane Townshend’s young riding horse Classictop Sweet Enough in reserve.  Little Astaire then also sparkled in the members supreme to collect another sash, with Mrs B Skeet’s young show pony Braeglen Tickety Boo in reserve.

Our last main championship was for the young handlers and it was wonderful to see so many enthusiastic youngsters competing for the championship sash and trophy.  This years’ winner was Emily Johnson who made a lovely job of showing her pony D’Abernon Rock DJ, with last years’ winner, Elizabeth Evans in reserve. 

Thank you to all our judges, stewards, helpers and competitors for making the show such a success and hopefully we’ll all be back to do it all again next year!
