Thank you ever so much for awarding me the NPS Bursary.  I didn't know what to say when I opened the letter, I had forgotten all about it.  I was so happy as nothing happens like that normally to me.  I just couldn't believe it, and showed my letter to mum, and she said yes that's right.  Amazing.

As mum has already said I am dyslexic and college have said that a lap top that I can take into college would really help me, so I am going to choose a laptop next week.  If I have any money left Cliffe Equine are doing a basic  equine first aid course that I think would be a good idea to do, which will be very handy with my career.

At the moment:  I passed my NVQ level 1 before Christmas and am working towards level 2 & 3 at college.   
At Penny's  I have just been given a new project, a pony called Clio, I am working towards trying to stop her from being so forward.  I have also been given Penny's 5year old mare Digger to school, which is a huge achievement for me.  I also have all the normal  yard duties to do.  I like it at Pennys, as we get to deal with the vets, farriers etc too.  ( I recently helped with a vet, and got to look through a scope right down a horses throat) very interesting.
